XIII. BUSINESS MATTERS 
 

Paying Tuition 
Semester tuition deposit is due at registration.  Semester or annual tuition savings discount 
applies to tuition paid in full by the first day of class.  Installments payments through auto-pay 
from your checking or savings are due on the 15th of each month.  
 

Returned Checks 
If your check is returned for insufficient funds, we will call you immediately.  There is a $20 
charge for all returned checks. 
 

Discounts and Savings 
Annual Tuition Savings -Paying Annually saves about $20 compared to paying by the Semester.  
Paying by the Semester saves about $20 compared to paying by the Month.   
 
Family Savings – The first student (or highest tuition) pays the regular tuition price.  Additional 
students in the same family receive a 15% reduction in tuition.  This offer may be combined with 
the Annual Tuition Savings. 
 
Membership Discount – Tuition (for one student in a family) is reduced by 10% with a 
membership in Canton Ballet of $150 or more.  A membership of $100 - $149 entitles you to a 
reduction of 5%.  These discounts apply only to one family member (highest tuition).  This 
discount may be combined with the Annual Tuition Savings.  No more than two discounts may 
apply to any student’s tuition.  
 

Financial Assistance 
Financial Assistance for students age 7 and up by September 1 of the current academic year is 
based upon need and merit and is available through the School of Canton Ballet financial 
assistance program, which includes the Kerri L. Hunter Memorial Minority Scholarship.   
Applications are available in the office and online at cantonballet.com 
 
Students receiving financial aid in the fall will be reassessed during the month of January based 
upon the students’ attendance, commitment level and parental timeliness of payments.   
 

Boysʼ Scholarships – It’s no secret…we need boys!  And ballet provides remarkable 
benefits to boys playing sports.  A special scholarship program is offered for boys from age 7 
through 12. 
 

Refunds / Tuition Credits: 
Registration fees and tuition are non-refundable, except for medical reasons with a doctor’s 
written explanation, or due to relocation 
 

Withdrawal 
If a student withdraws from class for any reason, the office must be notified the office as soon as 
possible.

Nutcracker Participation Fee 
A $40 Nutcracker participation fee is due by October 15.
